e Take a written dental radiology exam
(must achieve 70% to pass course) and
must pass the clinical test out with a grade
of 80% or higher.

e Student should pick a time on the
registration form that is convenient to
them.

NOTE: Students will be admitted and
scheduled into the Radiology course on a first-
come, first-serve basis. There is a limit of 12
students in this course, and on the test out day,
there will be a limit of 3 students scheduled
for each time.
